School Upgrades/Costs/Tour?
· Our school has had two major upgrades for startup this school year 
 (a total of approximately $284,000 to date)
· Two used portables moved over, renovated, wired, and ready

· A cost of roughly $75,000 per portable ($150,000)
· Room 9 has been completely renovated to become our integrated

student support room, including an office being made for counseling/confidential meetings
· A cost, to date, of $134,000
· There have been discussions at PAC regarding having a paint job done on the gymnasium

· A typical paint job in a gym costs between $50,000-$60,000

· Seems high, but it’s a massive scaffolding job, takes multiple coats of specific paint, lots and lots of labor, etc.

· Murals are not covered by the district (according to the Director of                Operations) – KLO was funded by their PAC

· Murals cost between $10,000 (a basic, small logo) to over $100,000 (large wall murals), depending on the size, scope, and detail

· School move to Quigley update

· The Board has approved the plans at nearly $35M to government (almost three times more than the original plan)
