1. Welcome, Attendance & Introductions – Marie Howell, PAC President

2. Adoption of Agenda, any additions or deletions. Adopted by Jamie Lowther, seconded by Michelle Berggren. Approved.

Following the Principal’s Report Marie Howell noted she was going to invite the district Superintendent and Director of Operations come to RMS and talk about the possibility of a new school. This wouldn’t have to be a PAC meeting but perhaps another evening and invite all parents.

Various options are being looked at including Chromebooks which are a lot cheaper than laptop PCs and also tablets. 

5. Reports
